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However, the meaning of graduation does not signify the completion and ending
of everything; rather, it signifies a new beginning. It is like how marriage
represents not just the outcome of love, but a new beginning created by love.

As we look at today's passage, we encounter the scene where Jesus was with
His disciples before His ascension. In the Book of Acts, the appearance of Jesus
is limited to the first nine verses of the first chapter. However, through the initial
portion, the author of the Gospel of Luke indicates that the entire book is a record
of Jesus continuing His works and teachings.

1. We must not forsake the path of learning. The disciples spent three years
accompanying Jesus during His ministry, experiencing everything with Him. They
heard His teachings, witnessed His miraculous works, and followed His example.
They witnessed His crucifixion and His resurrection. Yet, even so, the disciples
continued to listen to and learn from the Lord's teachings for forty days before His
ascension. Graduating from school in the midst of the world we must live in does
not mean that learning has come to an end. It merely signifies taking a step
forward in the journey of life. We can learn from others, from our workplaces, and
through books. It is important to always approach learning with a humble heart.

2. We must experience the presence of God. Furthermore, in the passage, the
most important and earnestly desired thing for the disciples is the gift and power
of the Holy Spirit. Jesus assures them that they will receive it when the time
comes. Some emphasize that Jesus taught about the kingdom of God and the
necessity of receiving the baptism of the Holy Spirit. It is so crucial that in verse
4, Jesus instructs them not to leave Jerusalem, and in verse 8, He tells them that
they will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes upon them, and then they are
to carry out their mission. Before you fervently pursue any endeavor, Jesus
advised you to wait for this event to occur. Meeting and experiencing God is the
wisdom that will guide you to know the true truth as you journey through life
ahead.

There are times when we may think that we know everything after learning just
one thing. However, there will also be moments when we feel unsure and
bewildered about what to do next. As you move forward, graduates, | encourage
you to humbly embrace the open path ahead and continue walking through the
journey of learning. Remember not to go ahead of the Lord and take the time to
wait upon the Holy Spirit. Embrace this period of waiting and allow yourselves to
grow through the process of learning.

Application and Sharing:

1. Share your experiences regarding graduation with your children.

2. Take the time to listen to your children's inner thoughts and desires about what
they want to learn and what challenges they want to pursue in the future.

3. Confess to them the true path of life that God has for their children and discuss
plans for fostering a devout relationship with the Lord to experience His
presence.
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
