We start to worry about whether we are truly
capable of making the right decision, whether we will avoid failure, whether this
choice and decision will bring difficulties to our lives, and even if it will burden those
around us, especially our family. Therefore, we desire to know the will of the Almighty,
who created the heavens, the earth, and all living beings, and governs the life, death,
and blessings of humankind. We believe that by knowing His will, we can live in a
rosy reality where failure is impossible. That's why we yearn to know the future and
contemplate on how we can prepare for the unknowable tomorrow. Sometimes, we
even cry out to God, asking Him to reveal His will to us through prayer.

However, the will of God is not distant in an unknown world. It is found within the
Word of God. The Proverbs in the Bible tell us that the steps of those who walk in the
right path will be peaceful. It says that the path to obtaining peace in life is not through
miracles or abilities, but simply by walking in the right path, one's journey in life will be
peaceful.

Even if we
are weak and lacking, and lose our way, our God, who is our shepherd, will guide us.
There is a promise from God for those who desire to walk on the right path. As
mentioned in Proverbs 16:9, when a person desires and prays in their heart to walk
on the right path and plans accordingly, God will surely guide them.

In Psalm 32:8, it promises, "l will instruct you and teach you in the way you should
go; | will counsel you with my eye upon you." The Psalmist continues to say that there
is much sorrow for the wicked, but those who trust in the Lord will experience His
loving kindness. Righteous ones, rejoice in the Lord and be glad; shout for joy, all you
upright in heart, and sing praises.

We pray in the name of the Lord to become those who walk on the right path, delight
in the Lord in peacefulness, and joyfully sing praises.
