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The Bible provides guidance for Christians on how to respond to various events that
occur in our lives. When undesired hardships come our way, what we should do is
seek God's guidance and pray for the strength to endure the suffering, trusting in
God's leading, to get through the time of difficulty. Moreover, it suggests that we
should offer praise to God, who allows us to find joy and happiness in life even
amidst challenges. These two things are something that individuals can do on their
own. However, when an unwanted physical illness comes upon you, it advises not to
pray alone but to call upon the elders of the church and request their prayers. And it
states that the elders of the church should anoint with oil in the name of the Lord and
pray for the person.

When the physical body is weakened by illness, and even spiritual strength begins to
dim because of it, it is advising to call upon members of the faith community for
prayer. It emphasizes that one should never be alone and that being together is the
proper form of a church community. The community is encouraged to come together,
invoking the name of Jesus, offering warm hearts and a helping hand, anointing the
sick with holy oil, setting them apart, and praying.

It also mentions that through the faith-filled prayers of the elders, the sick person can
receive salvation. If it is not the faith of the sick person, it is God's work to save the
sick through the prayers of faith of others, and even if the sickness is caused by sin,
that sin can be forgiven through the precious blood of Jesus.

Also, the command to invite “elders” does not mean that the sick person will be
healed through the prayers and power of one individual, but that the sick person will
be healed through the united prayers of the church community.

Sin separates us from God. It divides my heart and my flesh. The desires of my spirit
and the sinful nature of my flesh cannot coexist. If, by chance, I have sinned because
of my sinful nature, it is said that within the holy community, I can receive God's
grace and forgiveness by humbly confessing my sins. Not every illness is caused by
sin, but often Jesus, while healing the sick, also declared that their sins were forgiven
(Mark 2:5, John 5:14). It is emphasized that relying on the authority of Jesus, who
both addresses the issue of sin and heals physical diseases, is a powerful approach in
the prayers of the righteous.

Elijah prayed earnestly according to God's will so that it would not rain on the land
for three years and six months. He also prayed so that rain would fall and the land
would bear fruit. That prayer was a prayer that showed that God lives.

Let’s pray together for healing. I believe that when we confess our sins to each other,
purify ourselves before God, and pray earnestly, God will forgive our sins and heal
our illnesses.
