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Title: "Hope of Resurrection, Past Death"

Passage: John 11:25-26

"Jesus said to him, "l am the resurrection and the life. Whoever believes in

and whoever lives and believes in me will never

me will live, even if he dies,
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die. Do you believe this?"
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One of the most unavoidable and most feared things in the flow of all life is

'death’. In our life, death symbolizes the end of existence and separation from
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loved ones. Even in this place where we are together today, [ want to honor the

person I love and find hope in the midst of pain and sorrow. Who is at the




center of that hope? In John 11, the word God gives us today, Jesus Christ is the
source and meaning of that hope.

[ would like to share three key messages from today's Bible text as follows.
First, Jesus Christ is the source of resurrection and life.

In verse 25, Jesus calls himself "resurrection.” This means that He has overcome
the power of death, and through Him we too can overcome death. Even in the
face of death, when we accept the power of Jesus' resurrection by faith, we gain
spiritual life beyond physical death.

Second, we are assured of eternal life through faith.

Verse 25, “Whoever believes in me will live even if he dies,” shows how
powerful faith is. All the pain, sorrow, and even death in the world can be
overcome by believing in Jesus, and you can gain eternal life.

Third, sincerity of faith changes our lives.

The final question of verse 26, "Do you believe this?" is a confrontation to each
of us. This is a question that asks whether you have a personal conviction of
faith, not simply a formal belief. These beliefs affect our lives, behaviors, and
relationships, and can change our lives.

All of us life is a journey. On that journey, we encounter various experiences
and emotions. sorrow, pain, and death. However, through today's message, we
have the hope of resurrection beyond death. This hope is not mere consolation.
It is the source of strength to overcome all the difficulties we face in our lives.
That's why the temporary hardships, trials, and even death we experience in
this world are only the beginning of eternal life in front of the hope of Christ's
resurrection. I hope that the hope found in Christ will be deeply embraced in
our hearts, and that the light of hope will embrace us even when we face
separation from our loved ones.
